Board Meeting Minutes

May 25, 2004

The duly called meeting of the Refugio County Groundwater Conservation District was called to order by President Larry Aduddell at 6:15 pm.  A quorum of board members was present:

A copy of the meeting minutes for the April 20, 2004 regular meeting and May 4, 2004 workshop were available to each board member.  President Aduddell requested a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Ms. Fletcher moved to approve and Mr. Blaschke seconded.  The motion carried 100%.

Under the agenda item, public comment, there was none.

There was some board and stakeholder discussion for clarification of terms.

Under district rules adoption, Jim Allison acknowledged all parties who have offered comments on the rules and expressed appreciation for the input.  He reviewed the rulemaking process for the board and audience and suggested to the board a proposed rule adoption schedule.  


By June 13th, the district manager would provide a final draft of rules to board members and Mr. Allison.


By June 17th, Mr. Allison would complete a preliminary legal review with a more complete legal analysis and review completed by the next board meeting scheduled for June 29th.


The board should be prepared to adopt district rules at this meeting.

Under district manager’s report, Mr. Engelking provided the board with a brief overview of his activities since the last board meeting.   

Related to budget and financial matters, Mr. Engelking provided financial statements for district operations through April 30, 2004.  The ending balance was $140,192.34.  Mr. Blaschke moved to approve the statements, bills, supplies, etc. and Ms. Fletcher seconded.  The motion carried 100%.

In other financial business, the district manager requested the board approve a district credit card.  After some discussion, Mr. Blaschke moved that Mr. Engelking apply for a district credit card for the general manager use with a limit not to exceed $5,000.  Ms. Fletcher seconded.  The motion carried 100%.

Under executive session, the board convened at 7:07pm and reconvened to open session at 7:25pm.  A certified agenda is attached.

The board acted on personnel matters discussed in executive session.  Mr. Blaschke moved that the annual salary of Mr. Engelking, district manager, be increased from $37,500 to $40,000.  Effective immediately.  Ms. Fletcher seconded.  The motion carried 100%.

With no further business, adjournment was at 7:26pm with Mr. Blaschke’s motion and Ms. Fletcher’s second.  The motion carried 100%.
